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Step 1


Convert the percentage into its equivalent fraction.


e.g. 10% = 1/10, 20% = 1/5,  25% = ¼, 30% = 3/10, 40% = 4/10, 50% = ½, 60% = 6/10, 70% = 7/10, 75% = ¾ 





Step 3


Use your knowledge of finding fractions of quantities to work out the answer.





Find 10% of 240


 


10% = 1/10


 


Find 1/10 of 240


 


240 ÷ 10 = 24


 


So 1/10 of 240 is 24.




















Steps 2 Percentages of Quantities Success





Success


We can now use this understanding to calculate percentages of other quantities.








Step 2


Write out the new sum.





Step 2


Look at the denominator. This tells you what number to divide by. 








Step 1


Convert the percentage in its equivalent fraction.


(Remember tenths are easier to work with than fifths)





Find 40% of 30


40% = 4/10


Find 4/10 of 30





1/10 of 30 = 30 ÷ 10 = 3





4/10 of 30 = 3 X 4 = 12





So 4/10 of 30 is 12














Step 4


Use your Number Facts to divide and then multiply to work out the answer.





Step 3


Look at the numerator (top number of fraction). This tells you what number to multiply your answer by.





(  I can use my number facts to calculate percentages of quantities.
