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Steps 2 Fractions of Quantities Success





 Find ¼ of 24 





24 ÷ 4 = 6





So ¼ of 24 is 6.














Step 1


Look at the denominator (bottom number of fraction). This tells you what number to divide by.





Step 3


Use your division Number Facts to work out the answer.





Step 2


Writing the sum out horizontally may help you understand the process better.





Find 2/5 of 45





1/5  of 45 = 45 ÷ 5 = 9





2/5 of 45 = 9 X 2 = 18





So 2/5 of 45 is 18





Find 4/9 of 36














Step 2


Look at the numerator (top number of fraction). This tells you what number to multiply your answer by.








Step 3


Use your Number Facts to divide and then multiply to work out the answer.
